Through our values of Respect, Courage, Compassion and Curiosity, Marsworth CE Infant School provides a unique, nurturing environment to inspire a love of learning in our children.
‘Teach children how they should live, and they will remember it all their lives.’ Proverbs 22:6
We care for each child as an individual to support their education, social, spiritual and moral growth.
At Marsworth C of E Infant School we have designed a physical education curriculum that provides the foundation for lifelong physical activity.  We encourage children to be physically active and to flourish by acquiring skills and knowledge which can be adapted to a range of physical activities.
Intent 
It is our intent at Marsworth to:
· Enable pupils to develop skills and knowledge in a broad range of physical activities.
· Encourage children to take part in physical activity for sustained periods of time.
· Support children’s cooperation and collaboration with others, as part of a team.
· Encourage fairness of play to embed life-long values.
· Support children’s confidence, mental health and wellbeing.
Implementation
We use ‘Get Set 4 PE’ to deliver our PE curriculum.  This scheme carefully plans for progression and depth of skills in each area of learning. This is reviewed and adapted to meet the needs of the children.  
In the Early Years there is a focus on the fundamental movement skills.  During child-initiated learning, the children are provided with many physical opportunities in order to develop their core strength and gross motor skills.  In addition to this, the children have one swimming lesson and one PE session each week. 
In KS1 children have a swimming lesson and a PE lesson each week.  In a PE lesson you will see:
· Consistency in routines including an introduction and warm up, skill development and plenary.
· Opportunities for children to work independently and together.
· Pupils are taught to play fairly, creating a sense of friendship, teamwork and respect.
· An emphasis on pupils being able to achieve their personal best and build resilience.
· Opportunities for children to perform and feedback.
· Subject specific vocabulary that builds on previous learning.
Lots of resources are available at morning and lunchtime break to ensure there are opportunities for physical activity.  Lunchtime and after school clubs are also on offer to pupils.
Pupils with Special Needs
 PE is taught to all pupils, whatever their ability, as PE forms part of the school curriculum policy to provide a broad and balanced education to all pupils.  Teachers provide learning opportunities that are matched to the needs of pupils with Special Educational Needs, and work in PE takes into account the targets set for individual pupils in their support plans or EHCPS 
Assessment and Recording
Teachers assess children in PE by observing them during lessons. They evaluate the progress made against the learning objectives. This is then used to inform assessment of pupil progress, which is then shared with parents. 

Impact
· Children will make good progress and most will reach or exceed age related expectations.
· All children access PE lessons regardless of ability or SEND.
· Children understand how to lead a healthy lifestyle and understand the importance of exercise.
· Children associate sports and exercise with positive mental health, having fun and being part of a social community.
· Children demonstrate a healthy attitude to competition, showing respect for individuals, teams and coaches.  They understand the values and importance of fair play and being a good sportsperson.
· Children enjoy PE, develop a love of sport and seek additional extra-curricular activities.
· Children become more active during playtimes and after school.
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
