	How will I progress through the unit?
Weekly Learning  Objectives
	How will I know if the children have learnt what I have taught?

	Week 1
	Technology is all around us, and we use it regularly throughout daily life. In this lesson, learners will become familiar with the term ‘technology’. Referring to objects in their own school or classroom, they will learn to classify what is and what is not technology, plus they’ll practice explaining how it helps us.
	To identify technology
· I can explain technology as something that helps us
· I can locate examples of technology in the classroom
· I can explain how these technology examples help us

	Week 2
	In this lesson, learners will get to know the main parts of a desktop or laptop computer. They will apply this knowledge to use a computer to complete a mouse-based task.

	To identify a computer and its main parts
· I can name the main parts of a computer
· I can switch on and log into a computer
· I can use a mouse to click and drag

	Week 3
	This lesson builds on the basic mouse skills introduced in lesson 2. Learners will have the opportunity to apply mouse skills to a more open-ended, creative task.

	To use a mouse in different ways
· I can use a mouse to open a program
· I can click and drag to make objects on a screen
· I can use a mouse to create a picture

	Week 4
	In this lesson, learners will experience using another input device: the computer keyboard. They will combine the use of the keyboard with use of the mouse to create a digital image with text.

	To use a keyboard to type
· I can tell you that writing on a computer is called typing
· I can type my name on a computer
· I can use the shift key to type a capital letter
· I can save my work to a file

	Week 5
	In this lesson, learners will become more familiar with the keyboard. They will recap skills introduced in the previous lesson and develop them further by using a greater range of keys on the keyboard.

	To use the keyboard to edit text
· I can open my work from a file
· I can use the arrow keys to move the cursor 
· I can delete letters


	Week 6
	In this lesson, learners will be introduced to the concept of using computers safely, within the context of a school setting. They will explore why we have rules in school and how those rules help us, and then apply that to rules needed for using computer technology safely.

	To create rules for using technology responsibly
· I can identify rules to keep us safe and healthy when we are using technology in and beyond the home
· I can give examples of some of these rules
· I can discuss how we benefit from these rules

	As this is a Year 1 unit, no prior knowledge is assumed.
	This unit progresses students’ knowledge and understanding of technology and how they interact with it in school. Learners will build their knowledge of parts of a computer and develop the basic skills needed to effectively use a computer keyboard and mouse.
