	Week 1
	What is information technology?
This lesson develops learners’ understanding of what information technology (IT) is. They will identify devices which are computers and consider how IT can help us both at school and at home. 
	To recognise the uses and features of information technology 
· I can identify examples of computers 
· I can describe some uses of computers 
· I can identify that a computer is a part of information technology 
 

	Week 2
	Where have we seen information technology in the home?
This lesson encourages learners to consider common uses of information technology in a context that they are familiar with beyond school.   
 
 
	To identify information technology in the home 
· I can explain the purpose of information technology in the home 
· I can open a file 
· I can move and resize images 

	Week 3
	Where have we seen information technology in the world?

Having considered the use of information technology in the familiar context of the home, learners will explore IT in other environments that they may have experienced. 
 
 
	To identify information technology beyond school 
· I can find examples of information technology 
· I can talk about uses of information technology 
· I can compare types of information technology 

	Week 4
	How does IT improve our world

In the previous lesson, learners looked at where IT is likely to be found and considered where it is less likely to be found. This lesson focuses on the specific use of IT in a shop. 
 
 
	To explain how information technology benefits us 
· I can demonstrate how information technology is used in a shop 
· I can recognise that information technology can be connected 
· I can explain how information technology helps people 

	Week 5
	Demonstrate safe use of information technology
In this lesson, learners will consider how they use different forms of information technology safely, in a range of different environments. 
 
 
	To show how to use information technology safely 
· I can list different uses of information technology 
· I can recognise how to use information technology responsibly  
· I can say how those rules/guides can help me 

	Week 6
	Using information technology responsibly
In this lesson, learners will think about the choices that are made when using information technology, and the responsibility associated with those choices.  
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	To recognise that choices are made when using information technology 
· I can identify the choices that I make when using information technology 
· I can explain simple guidance for using information technology in different environments and settings 
· I can enjoy a variety of activities

	This unit progresses students’ knowledge and understanding of technology and how they interact with it beyond school. Learners will also build on their knowledge of using technology safely and responsibly, and begin to consider the implications of the choices that they make.
